I appreciate that, under the current legal framework in England and Wales, coroners do not have jurisdiction to investigate stillbirths, and I am therefore not seeking the opening of an inquest at this time.

However, I understand that Parliament legislated in 2019 for the Government to prepare and publish a report on whether, and if so how, coroners should be given powers to investigate stillbirths.  That report has not yet been produced.

This correspondence is not a complaint and is not intended as a request for action outside your current statutory powers.

Rather, it is to place on record that, had coronial jurisdiction existed in respect of stillbirths at the time of [Baby’s first name]’s death, we would have sought referral to the coroner for independent investigation.

I would be grateful if this correspondence could be acknowledged and retained on record.

Should the legal position change in future to permit coronial investigation of stillbirths, we would wish to be informed of any mechanism, or transition arrangements, by which [Baby’s first name]’s death might fall within scope.
